Speech of Chinese Delegation 
Dear Vice-President Polishchuk, 
Dear colleagues, distinguished experts,
I am very pleased to attend this international workshop on WSO/UV in such a beautiful weather and pleasant season in Moscow. Our discussion shall be focusing on international cooperation of WSO and possible approaches for its development. I believe this will be an exiting engineering for the world's international space community, and a much anticipated event for the international astronomical community. Here, please allow me, on behalf of China National Space Administration to wish this meeting a great success and convey greetings from our New Administrator of CNSA to Vice-President Polishchuk, and his desire for strengthen inter-agency cooperation for the peaceful use of outer space.
Our Chinese delegation of 7 persons is pleased to attend this meeting. With officials from CNSA and scientists from Chinese Academy of Sciences, it indicates our sincerity and commitment as we continue to support our scientists to participate in international scientific joint undertakings. Our special thanks should go to the Russian Space Agency for organizing this meeting.
The following remarks are for the continued promotion of WSO/UV program and for strengthening international cooperation between space agencies. On behalf of CNSA, I would like to propose the following working plan:
1. We appreciate the international program group for choosing LM-3B (for launching Since 1997, the Long March had achieved 34 consecutive successful launch, which was highlighted by the successful launching of five times of ShenZhou. It is a clear indication of the high quality and reliability of China's Long March family. Therefore, on behalf of CNSA, we would like to express our guarantee of high quality standard satellite launching service for WSO/UV satellite.
As for the launching cost is concerned, we propose to share the cost among the participating countries and hope to continue our consultation on this issue. We will hear extensively from you and would also come forward with a more specific proposal.
Concerning is the technical interface between the satellite and the LM-3B, Chinese scientists have started the technical preparation work already, and hope to obtain more details of the satellite, namely the dimension, the launching environment, orbital designer and requirements. We suggest arranging a separate consultation meeting with Russian experts so as to define the interface.
2. China National Space Administration will continue to support Chinese Academy of Sciences and its scientists for their participation in this international joint undertaking, and assisting CAS to establish its ground station and data center so as to attract Chinese astronomy society to use WSO/UV satellite to the largest extent. Joint research on astronomy and university body for the benefit of humanity shall be carried out.
China's satellite and its payloads have gained valuable experience where we would like to share in the joint development of WSO/UV satellite. China's engineering team shall actively participate in the development of the satellite.
We thank the Russian Space Agency for the organizing this meeting and we sincerely hope that space authorities from all countries shall strengthen their cooperation, establish various cooperation mechanisms. We would like to invite all of you to CNSA as guest and we are willing to provide any assistance necessary for you to cooperation with China. Wish the WSO/UV meeting a great success.
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
